Did you know that young people are more likely than adults to be victims of crimes? This national trend affects the 

quality of life for young people who experience it, witness it, or feel threatened by it. AIM (Athletes In Motion) has 

designed a program to address these issues and has developed a curriculum that is tailored to each age group’s 

emotional and physical development.  Each class emphasizes confident posture, eye contact & physical skills 

for defense (blocking, close contact techniques and escape maneuvers.) At the end of each class, the instructor 

discusses the topic of the week: lures that strangers use on children and teens, home-alone safety, fire safety, 

cyber safety and much more. A certified black belt instructs children to avoid dangerous situations, walk away 

from fights & when necessary to defend themselves.  Beginner classes allow no physical contact and may 

progress to yellow belts. Returning students advance to higher belt levels. Goal orientation allows students to earn 

certificates & medals, Wear gym clothes. Classes meet every Saturday for 14 weeks. No class 11-12-11, 11-26-

11, 12-24-11, 12-31-11.  Last scheduled class for the session is 2-11-12.
